The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the July 11th, 2024, meeting. Commissioner Johnson made a motion to approve the minutes with one Correction. Commissioner Stonebridge second the motion and it carried unanimously.

   A. Usage:
The unaccounted use for July was 14% for Highland and 6% for Friar Creek. Unaccounted usage for highland was up this month due to a power outage that caused an overflow, discussed in last month’s meeting. It was anticipated to be higher this month. There was a short discussion. 
   B. SAO:
The Administrative Assistant gave the Commissioners an update on the State Auditors Office cyber security audit meeting. There was a short discussion. The Commissioners would like the Admin. Assistant to request the Districts IT contractor attend the Commissioners Meeting following the completion of the cyber security audit. 
   C. PASADO’S:
During the preparation of the year end financial it was discovered that there was still a remaining portion of PASADO’S developer extension that was still outstanding. The error was due to and incorrect clerical entry. The staff will contact PASADO’S to let them know about the unpaid invoice and provide them with necessary documentation. There was some discussion.
   D. Comcast:
The Administrative Assistant provided the Commissioners with three options from Comcast to upgrade the Districts phone and internet service currently provided by Comcast. After some discussion it was consensus of the board that choosing to go with a two-year contract would be of the most value for the District because the option offered more internet speed and a cost lower than what the District was currently paying. Commissioner Johnson made a motion to approve option three which is a new two-year contract with Comcast at the rate of $407.69 before tax per month. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion, and it carried unanimously.
   E. Hydrant:
The Maintenance Tech Field Supervisor notified the Commissioners of an accident that occurred on July 11,2024 at 26215 132nd Street SE. The accident resulted in damage to a Highland Water District fire hydrant, and it will need to be replaced. The Maintenance Field Supervisor will file a claim on behalf of the District and attempt to contact the party that caused the accident. There was some discussion.
