The incident caused the power in the area to go out which caused one of the power supply units for the tanks at pumpstation two to fail and the tanks to overflow. A new unit was ordered right away and repaired the tank is now up and running. The water loss will not be known until after the reads are done for July. There will some follow-up to why the power supply failed. There was a discussion.
