The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the October 10th, 2024, meeting. Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to approve the minutes as is. Commissioner Johnson second the motion and it carried.

   A. Usage:
The unaccounted use for August was 14% for Highland and 9% for Friar Creek. There was a brief discussion. 
   B. LSLI Update:
The lead service line inventory is complete. The Maintenance Field Supervisor will be sending out a letter to all customers with unknowns to let them know that they have an unknown type of service line and call their attention to it. The Maintenance Field Supervisor will also make a list of all the laboratories that do lead testing for the public to provide in the Customer letter. The Commissioners would also like it included in the letter that it is not the responsibility of the District to replace customer lines that run from the meter to the house and that it is still the responsibility of the Customer to replace any lines to be found with lead that run from the meter to the house. There is also a link on the Districts website of the Lead Service line inventory information. There was some discussion.
   C. Hydrant Repair:
The Commissioners were informed that payment was received from the responsible parties insurance company for the damaged hydrant on 132nd & 263rd .  
   D. Master Card/Visa:
The Commissioners were informed of a class action lawsuit letter that was received. The lawsuit is about claims are against Master Card and Visa and claims state that merchants paid excessive fees to accept Visa and Mastercard cards because Visa and Mastercard, individually, and together with their respective member banks, violated the antitrust laws. The Maintenance Tech Field Supervisor filled out submitted the corresponding claim forms. There was some discussion. 
E. Tank Inspections:
The Maintenance Tech Field Supervisor provided the Commissioners with tank inspection quotes from: Inland Potable Service, Integrated Underwater Services, Pittsburg Tank & Tower Group, Liquivision Technology, and Marine Industrial Tank. It was noted that the last company to do the inspection was Advanced Diving, however they are no longer in business. Pittsburg was the highest and Marine Industrial Tank was the lowest. Before the Commissioners decide, they would like to receive references from each of the companies. There was some discussion.   
   F. SCIP:
The Administrative Assistant provided the Commissioners with the Snohomish County Investment Pool updated operating terms and conditions. The Commissioners would like more time to review the information more as well as to provide a copy to Commissioner Jorden and discuss it at the next Commissioners meeting before signing and turning into the County.
